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Please refer to the ACL Master League Rules document for a detailed list of all 
rules and guidelines. Rules in this document supersede any corresponding rule in the Master 
League Rules document.  

Rain Rules – Wash out/Rain-out   
Wash-Out: A scenario where ACL cancels the game for the day due to rain or wet ground 
conditions. 
Rained-Out: A scenario where a game gets interrupted by rain before DLS can be applied. 

F15 Main League: For the 2024 season, there will be a rematch for all washout/Rained-out games till 
the Memorial Day weekend. All matches may be rescheduled for a later day and it could also be reduced 
overs. The game will be played on Saturday or Sunday at any given time.  The schedule for rescheduled 
games will be informed a week earlier. 

T20 Main League: For the 2024 season, there will be a rematch for all washout/Rained-out games till 
Memorial Day. All matches may be rescheduled for a later day and it could also be reduced overs. The 
game will be played on Saturday or Sunday at any given time. The schedule for rescheduled games will 
be informed a week earlier. 

Note: Refer to section 18 Rain Rules in the Master League Rules document for the rest of the 
rain rules. 

 

Player Portability  

A player is allowed to move from Team A to Team B once during ACL Main League. This is a new 
rule changed from 2023 and is subject to approval along with the criteria listed below. Please 
note that a player can only play for one team either in a T20 League or a F15 League. Please 
refer to the Team Roster section in the ACL Master League Rules doc for complete details.  

Reference: Team A (Source Team) and Team B (Destination Team)  

Eligibility Criteria:  

1. MUST have not played more than 1 match for Team A on or before Memorial Day weekend( 
May 26, 2024).  

2. MUST have not played in 3 consecutive scheduled matches of Team A after the first played 
match. Example: The player played for Team A on April 2nd, Team A has the next 3 scheduled 
matches on April 9th, 16th, and 30th but did not play for Team A. Player can move to Team B from 
May  6th weekend.  

Rules:  
1. The match played for Team A will be counted for the minimum match rule for playoff 

eligibility.  
2. The waiting period of 3 scheduled matches of Team A past played matches will strictly 

apply. 
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3. The player can move between the T20 and F15 Leagues if eligible for portability 
and approved by ACL.  

4. A team can only take a maximum of 2 players through player portability.  
5.  A formal request from the player by email to info@atlantacricketleague is required.  

 

Power Play 
1. Powerplay will be used in Div 1 and Div 2 of F15. 
2. Note: This is a new change for the year 2024. 
3. Please refer to the Fielding restriction from the ACL Master League Rules doc.  

 
Player Eligibility for Playoffs 
 

1. No match credit will be given for washed-out games. 
2. No match credit will be given for Rained-out games which is eligible for rescheduling. 

(For example, if a game gets rained out before Memorial Day and it gets rescheduled for 
a later day then player wont get credit the rained out game) 

3. Match credit will be given for any incomplete game if atleast single ball is bowled. 
4. A player must play at least 30% of the matches during the Round Robin phase to take 

part in the playoffs.  
5. Please refer to the player eligibility for playoffs section in the ACL Master League Rules
